DON ALEKSIEWICZ ’73, known as A-to-Z, was the Little All-America
College Division Player of the Year in
New York as a senior. He also was an
AP second-team All-American and
a member of the Kodak Small
College Division All-
America team as a
running back.

Welch Trophy for scholarship and
leadership in 1973, the Murray Bartlett
Trophy for sportsmanship in 1975, and
the Statesmen Trophy in 1976. He
served as captain of the football team as a
senior. Kowalski was inducted into the
Hobart Athletic Hall of Fame in 1987.

##24 Mark Perkins ’69

MARK PERKINS ’69 is the NCAA
record-holder for most carries in a
game (61) and the owner of the
Hobart record for carries in a season
(309). Perkins was an outstanding
football player, who had his jersey
number for both lacrosse and
football, retired by the College. As a
senior, he was the ECAC Division 111
Football Player of the Year and a first-
team All-American lacrosse player.
Co-captain of the football team
and captain of the lacrosse team,
Perkins won the Babe Kraus
Award as a senior, for being the
top student-athlete at the College.
